1. Introduction

This document describes how to configure the SDK/J Authentication Package settings.

Follow the instructions in this guide when you use the SDK/J Authentication Package.
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2. Target Readers

This document assumes that the reader is familiar with:

- the SDK/J Authentication Package
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3. PC/SC daemon setting

PC/SC daemon provides the generic CCID driver for PC/SC compliant smart card readers.
When you use PC/SC compliant smart card reader device, please set PC/SC daemon enabled.

To configure the setting, follow instructions on 3-1 or 3-2.

3-1. Editing ap.properties

You can enable/disable PC/SC daemon by editing the following property file in your SDK/J SD card.

/sdk/ap/ap.properties

- Enable PC/SC daemon

jJp-co.ricoh.dsdk.ap.pcscd=1

- Disable PC/SC daemon (Default)

jJjp-co.ricoh.dsdk.ap.pcscd=0

3-2. Configuring [Select Available Functions] menu

You can enable/disable PC/SC daemon by configuring [PC/SC] item in [Select Available Functions] menu.

[PC/SC] is set inactive by default.

About [Select Available Functions] feature, please see SDK/J user’s guide.
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4. Panel Service API setting

When you use Panel Service API in your application, please set Panel Service enabled.

To configure the setting, follow instructions on 4-1 or 4-2.

4-1. Editing ap.properties

You can enable/disable Panel Service API by editing the following property file in your SDK/J SD card.

/sdk/ap/ap.properties

- Enable Panel Sevrice

jJjp-co.ricoh.dsdk.ap.panelservice=1

- Disable Panel Service (Default)

jp-co.ricoh.dsdk.ap.panelservice=0

4-2. Configuring [Select Available Functions] menu

You can enable/disable Panel Service API by configuring [PanelService API] item in [Select Available Functions]

menu.
